The Campaign
Cambridge Cycling Campaign is a charity run by volunteers. Founded in 1995 its’ our aims simply stated are for safer, better and more cycling in the Cambridge area.  With a membership of more than 1000, we are trying to represent about half of the local population, who use a bike at least once a month. Many of the cycle facilities such as paths, lanes, traffic signals, bridges and cycle parks would not exist without the work done by our members. 
Many people think that the cycle friendly facilities are a result of council initiatives. This is not the case.  Even small and cheap infrastructure has to be lobbied for. 

How can I help by volunteting?
It is difficult to cycle around Cambridge without cycling on or next to something campaign members have worked on.  Currently roughly 2% of members do 90% of the work. If you are willing to contribute, then you can have a real impact on our streets and help benefit other people’s lives, not to mention the planet.
How can I help without volunteering?
Every new member adds wetight to our case when negoitating for better facilities.  For the cost of roughly 2p per day you can contribute to real improvement to your daily living. 
Membership

The membership benefits that accrue to you are; a newsletter with a wide range of articles, possible discounts at some cycle stores, monthly meetings with speakers and the ability to have your say about cycling matters. The newsletter is particularly good as it helps you keep in touch.

Activities

We have a regular meeting, on the first Tuesday of the month. It takes place at the Friends Meeting House on Jesus Lane (near the traffic lights). All meetings have a campaigning element to them, and some have a speaker.
You are very welcome to attend these meetings, please make yourself known to a member of the committee or anyone else at the start of the meeting so we can introduce you.
Examples of Current Major Campaigns 
The Chisholm Trial

A roughly north/south path that connects the railway station with a new crossing over the Cam, ending close to the planned Science Park Station. The Trail will have many access points along the way and has the benefit of being able to pass under several busy roads.
The Science Park Railway Station
The Campaign is attempting to ensure that the station has rapid and safe cycle access, as well as good cycle parking.
The Ring Fort Path.  
This is a path that will link two communities in north Cambridge and when built will permit shorter, faster journeys to and from work and school for example.
Cambridge Station Cycle Park

A proposed covered 3,000 space cycle park close to the station entrance.
Joining us gives the organization more political weight when negotiating with the authorities. Our work has helped to make Cambridge the most cycled city in the nation.
